What are some characteristics of good design for visual graphs?
A good graph:
· Portrays correct information. 
· Gives the reader information at a glance. 
· Has appropriate graphics. 
· Is eye-catching. 
· Demonstrates simplicity of design. 
· Uses color to create emphasis. 
When designing a graph, first know the purpose of your graph and the users of the information (your target audience).
· Less is more. Use figures and tables economically, not simply as decoration to your document. 

· Make the graphic fit the purpose. Choose the graphic in order to meet the information or persuasion concern in your document. 

· Color gets attention. Make sure that you use colors that work together or that compose the mood you seek. 
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Label and entitle all visuals. If numerical or alphabetic are arranged in tabulated rows and columns, you have a table. If the visual does not use tabulated data, it's a figure.
