The Aquarium of the Pacific addresses the subject of climate change in our "Ocean on the Edge: Top 10 Ocean Issues" gallery.  In this gallery guests learn about the Keeling curve, the Arctic meltdown, ocean acidification, rising ocean surface temperatures and the increase of storm intensity and frequency.  We also use an interpretative cart in which staff gives a demonstration on ocean acidification.  The AoP has a Magic Planet which allows us to discuss sea level rise with guests.  Finally, we define global warming and mention its affects on coral reefs in our Tropical presentation.
