 	Other

3.  Following the video and review of other resources on a scale of 1 – 5 with 5 being most informed and comfortable in answering questions about climate change in a discussion with members of the public, where do you rate your knowledge?

4.  Can you think of analogies that help express the science of climate change in an understandable way for the general public?  (For example, global warming is like the earth being wrapped in a blanket, trapping the heat in and a sign of a problem.)


5.  In this week look consciously at how you have reduced your impact? (recycle, use/consume less, reuse water and other resources, public transit or alternative transportation, changes to home to reduce fossil fuel use, more education, contacted politicians, etc.)
